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Connect your PDA with a computer

Insert the installation CD into the computer CD ROM and an installation window will appear
automatically after a few seconds. If the installation window does not appear automatically,
please go to the CD directory and double click on Setup.exe.

Click on icon and installation will start automatically.

Search - to search and pin point address, Grid
reference and Amenity/ POI data.

GPS - to search and navigate route from one to
another point and with GPS tracking position as well.

Exit - to exit and close the application.

Panning map - Click & drag on the map displayed.

Zoom map - There are 8 different zoom levels that
available in this version. Click on [#] to zoom in and
click on [=] to zoom out.




Search

Address Search
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Click on [T
down menu.

2| and select Address from the drop

Search Address’s window appears with the relevan
search functions.

To search for address, simply select the Suburb or
type the name. The list of suburb shown will be
automatically filtered according to the value typed.

Use a similar method for the Street Name and House
Number.

Click on - to populate the result immidiately.
NOTE: If the value (Name,Number) inserted turn
‘RED’, it means the particular value is not available

in the database.

Address Search result - The searched address is
displayed in the bottom part section.

The location pin point of the searched address is
marked by [=] at the center.

Map Reference
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Click on "7 and select Map Reference from the
drop down menu.

Map Reference’s window appears with the Map Grid
input, example: 45A11. Simply type in the Map Grid
Reference and click on |; to populate the result
immidiately.

Map Reference result - The searched Map Reference
is displayed like address search result method.

You can also use “Tap and Hold” method to search
for Map Reference. Simply “Tap and Hold” your
stylus on the map display screen, and select “Map
Grid Reference” from the drop down menu.

Amenity Search
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Click on "7 and select Amenity/ POI from the
drop down menu.

Search Amenity’'s window appears with State,
Category, Suburb and Keyword’s option. Simply
follow the similar input method like in “Search
Address” instruction above.

Click on (E3 to populate the result immidiately.
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Search Amenity result - Result list from the searched
amenity. Simply click on “View Map” to see the pin point
location or click on “View Detail” to see the Amenity detail
information.

Search Amenity result - The searched amenity(s) is
displayed with the pin point location on map and icon with
number as your reference. (NOTE: Icon only available
from level 4 map above).

To see Individual amenity detail information, simply click
on the icon.

If you wish to see the searched result list again, click
on the “Amenity List” panel on top right. If you wish to
clear the screen, click on the “x” button.

GPS
Routing
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Click on | and select Routing from the drop
down menu.

Routing input’s window appears with settings option
(Tollway Options, Road Options, GPS ComPort
Options, Use GPS checkbox). NOTE: If you wish to
use GPS Tracking as your departure point, you must
tick on the checkbox and set the ComPort Options.

Click on to continue.

Departure Point - Select or Type the value provided
(State, Suburb, Street Name, House Number). NOTE:
If you choose to use GPS tracking, you will not see
this window because GPS tracking position will be
used as your departure point automatically.

Click on - to continue

Destination Point - Select or Type the value (State,
Suburb, Street Name, House Number).
Click on to continue and populate the result.

Routing Search result - Star icon indicate as your
departure point, and Arrow icon as your direction
guide, Thick blue line indicate your route, and
Rectangle icon indicate as your destination point

Routing Details - To view, click on “Routing Details”
panel on top right. If you wish to clear the screen, click
on the “x” button.
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
